ORDINANCE NO. ,é 22

AN ORDINANCE OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE
TOWNSHIP OF ELIZABETH IMPOSING DOG CONTROL
REQUIREMENTS AND REGULATIONS UPON THE RESIDENTS OF
THE TOWNSHIP; IMPOSING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION
THEREOF; AND AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING OTHER ACTION
CONSISTENT THEREWITH.

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of the Township of
Elizabeth has become aware of a problem with dogs in the Township not
being properly controlled by their owners, even théugh such animals
may be licensed and otherwise in compliance with the Pennsylvania Dog
Law; and

WHEREAS, the problem that has been brought to the
Commissioners' attention is that the dogs, either in the presence of
the owner or being let loose by the owner to roam at large, foul the
yards and sidewalks and property of property owners other than éhe
owner of the dog; and

WHEREAS, the Commissioners believe that an Ordinance is
necessary to impose penalties upon the owners of dogs who permit them
to run at large and foul the property of others with dog feces or
other waste products:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED by the Board of
Commissioners of the Township of Elizabeth, in lawful session’

assembled, a full quorum being present and acting throughout, as



follows:

Section 1: There is hereby imposed upon the owners of dogs in
the Township of Elizabeth the duty and obligation to keep such dogs
under control at all times, and particularly to see that canine waste
products and dog feces are not deposited upon the property of others,
either intentionally or otherwise. The deposit of such waste is
declared to be a nﬁisance. The owner of any dog engaged in such
deposit of waste material dr canine feces is charged with the
responsibility of immediately removing the séme from the property on
which the same may have been deposited.

SECTION 2: Any Qiolation of this Ordinance. Shall be deemed
a summary offense punishable by a minimum fine of TEN DOLLARS ($10,00)
and not to exceed ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($100.00), plus costs of
prosecution, as determined byithe District Justice of the Peace having
authority over the matter. ‘Subsequent violations of this Ordinance
shall be punishable py a minimum fine of TWENTY-FIVE DOLLARS ($25.00)
and not to exceed TWO HUNDRED DOLLARS ($200.00), plus costs of
prosecution, as determined by the District Justice of the Peace having

authority over the matter.



Section 3: The proper officers of the Township, including the
Township Police Officers, are authorized and directed to take all
necessary and appropriate action to imélement and enforce the terms
and provisions of this Ordinance, including the issuance of citations
for the violation of this Ordinance to the owners of dogs who foul the
propert? of others by the deposit of the>prohibited waste-product or

canine feces.
